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The Statistical Office for Hamburg and Schleswig-Holstein 
carries out all statistics required by federal and EU laws for the 
two federal states, prepares and disseminates the data and 
publishes the results. 

The statistics provided are objective and independent, made 
available to politicians, administrators, the media, companies 
and private individuals. At the same time, they are included in 
Germany’s nationwide statistical reporting. Furthermore, the 
Statistical Office for Hamburg and Schleswig-Holstein conducts 
individual surveys on behalf of customers and offers services in 
the field of data compilation and analysis. 

The Statistical Office for Hamburg and Schleswig-Holstein 
emerged from the regional statistical offices of Hamburg and 
Schleswig-Holstein. Since 2004, it has been operating as one 
institution under public law with two sites in Hamburg and Kiel.  



 

 
Schleswig-Holstein is one of 16 federal German states and is 
then again divided into eleven districts and four independent 
cities. There are a total of 1,106 municipalities in the 
northernmost federal state. The administration is ensured by  
84 community cooperations. Schleswig-Holstein's coasts cover 
some 644 km on the North Sea and 686 km on the Baltic Sea. 
The largest cities are the state capital Kiel (246,601 
inhabitants), Lübeck (215,846) and Flensburg (89,934). The 
largest inhabited islands are Sylt, Fehmarn, Föhr, Amrum, 
Helgoland and Pellworm. With eleven inhabitants, Hallig Gröde 
is the smallest community.
